1. Margins:
· inches (left) and 1 inch (top, right, and bottom).

2. Line Space:
· 1.15 spacing except for the two sections, Authors and Short abstract.

3. Font size and type:
· 11 in Times New Roman unless otherwise mentioned below (i.e. Authors, Short abstract, references, and lettering within the tables and figures).
· All non-English words should be italicized.

4. Length of the Extended Abstract:
· Maximum 2000 words and minimum 1200 words. Maximum number of pages: 5, including references, tables, short abstract, charts, and figures, if essential only. (See Abstract Structure)

5. Software:
· Extended abstracts must be submitted in both MS Word and PDF File Formats only.

6. Languages:
· English; either British or American spelling can be used; however, consistency in spelling is expected. 

7. Titles:
· Provide a title to your project. This should be less than twenty words.
· Font size 14, bold and centered. Word limit is 20. Capitalize the first word of the title and subtitle and proper nouns only. Do not capitalize the rest.


8. Authors:
· Name, affiliation, email of all authors, font 10. Underline the corresponding author’s email address. Line Space 1.15.

9. Short Abstract:
· A brief summary of the extended abstract, which should include all the key components. Approximately 350 words. Times New Roman, 11 font size. Line Space 1.15.

STRUCTURE FOR THE CONTENTS OF AN EXTENDED ABSTRACT:
1. Title
· A clear and concise title that reflects the main theme or focus of your research.
2. Introduction
· Context and Background: Briefly introduce the topic and provide background information.
· Problem Statement: Clearly define the research problem or question you are addressing.
· Objectives: Outline the aims or objectives of your study.
· Significance: Explain the importance of the research and its potential impact.
3. Methodology
· Research Design: Describe the overall approach or design of the study (e.g., qualitative, quantitative, mixed methods).
· Data Collection: Briefly explain the methods used to collect data (e.g., surveys, experiments, interviews).
· Data Analysis: Provide an overview of how the data were analyzed (e.g., statistical methods, thematic analysis).
· Sampling/Participants: Mention the sample size and characteristics of participants, if applicable.
4. Results
· Key Findings: Summarize the main results of the study. Focus on the most significant outcomes.
· Data Representation: Include tables, figures, or charts if necessary, but ensure they are essential and do not overwhelm the content.
5. Discussion
· Interpretation of Results: Discuss the implications of the findings. How do they contribute to the field?
· Comparison with Existing Literature: Briefly compare your findings with previous research.
· Limitations: Acknowledge any limitations of your study.
6. Conclusion
· Summary of Key Points: Provide a concise summary of the main findings and their significance.
· Future Directions: Suggest areas for further research or practical applications of your findings.
7. References
· List the most critical references that support your research. Ensure that they are relevant and recent.
8. Keywords
· Include 3-5 keywords that capture the essence of your research. These help in indexing and searching for your paper.
9. Short Abstract
· A separate section (if required) that briefly summarizes the extended abstract in about 350 words.

General Tips:
· Clarity and Conciseness: Be concise but make sure to cover all critical aspects of your research. Avoid unnecessary jargon.
· Focus on Key Contributions: Highlight what is novel or unique about your work.
· Visual Elements: Use figures, tables, and charts sparingly and only if they help in better understanding the content.
· Flow: Ensure a logical flow from introduction to conclusion. Each section should build on the previous one.
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
